2. On the theory that the beast is something along the lines of the collective western powers it seemed odd
that Libya would voluntarily acquiesce in some way.

Revelation as abook is not entirely consecutive.

4. Read Joel chapter two about the day of the Lord.
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1. In Revelation 5:6 the lamb is described as having seven eyes, which are the seven spirits of God sent out
into all the earth’ . Revelation 3:1 and 4:5 also refer to the seven spirits of God.

2. Seelsaiah 63:1-6 & Revelation 19:11-21.
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Revelation thirteen is such a clear narrative that it lends itself to a form of paraphrasing; substituting the best

understanding we have of the various imagery into the text and adding some elaboration drawn from other

texts.
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1. InRev 17:12 it says they receive power as kings one hour with the beast.

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Zechariah tells us that in the dark days immediately prior to the return of the Lord, all the surrounding nations
will lay siege against Judah and Jerusalem. He goes on to reveal that at this time of terrible national peril God
will pour out on the inhabitants of Jerusalem the spirit of supplication and of Grace, bringing about national

repentance and with it national restoration. Y et while this chapter should in many ways be straight forward, it

has suffered from mistaken interpretation, and also presents at least one notable mystery to be solved.
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Pre-millennialists believe that there will be aliteral 1000yr millennial rein starting from the time of Christ s
return and preceded by a time of tribulation. Within pre-millennial circles there is however considerable
debate about the timing of what istypically referred to as the rapture. The raptureis the time most clearly
spoken about by Il Thessalonians 4 and | Cor 15:51-53 where believers still alive on the earth will be caught
up tothe Lord at his return. The three main views are called pre-trib, mid-trib and post-trib. In other words,
they denote whether this catching up to be with the Lord occurs before the tribulation, during it or at the end
of it at Christ s second coming to the Earth. Isit al just too confusing, or is one answer clearly correct?
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1. E.g. Revelation chapter 6 appears to be an overview right up to immediately before the return of the Lord,
Rev 11 goes right through to about the same point and Rev 12 starts before the birth of Christ.
